Universal Studios' new theme park, Islands of Adventure, featuring Marvel Super Hero Island will open May 28. 

Internet search site Yahoo!, has released Yahoo! Radio, a new Web service that offers 10 music channels, ranging from Alternative Rock to Celtic.  The player also contains an artist info button that links to a site offering the listener more information on the artist and music as each song plays. 

The Rev. Martin Luther King Jr.'s estate has no right to claim ownership of footage of the civil rights leader delivering his I Have a Dream speech, says a CBS News lawyer. 

King's family is asking CBS to pay for using the footage in a documentary the network sold on videotape. 

Monica Lewinsky's appearance on Saturday Night Live over the weekend gave the show its best ratings this season with an average audience of 10.3 million viewers, based on Nielsen Media Research. 

A larger-than-life banner featuring German supermodel Claudia Schiffer was draped over Berlin's landmark Memorial Church Monday in a controversial move to fund renovations to the damaged structure. 

Before you can get your hands on that Alice In Chains box set in fall, the band will release a 15-song sampler June 29. Nothing Safe, The Best of the Box will include a new single, Get Born Again, along with rare versions of older material.
Larry Sanders veteran Jeffrey Tambor may be elected mayor of Whoville in the upcoming live action Dr. Seuss' How the Grinch Stole Christmas. Molly Shannon, Jim Carrey and Christene Baranski are among those cast for the film. 

The Mummy pulled in $44.7 million over its weekend premiere, the best opening weekend of 1999 to date and the top non-holiday May weekend of all time. 

Neve Campbell hinted that her character who survived the first two Scream movies faces a quick death in Scream 3. Campbell mentioned it took just three weeks to shoot her scenes for the movie. 

The Red Hot Chili Peppers will be back with a new LP, Californication, in June - marking the return of guitarist, John Frusciante.

In the first golf event to air in network primetime, David Duval and Tiger Woods have signed on to meet in a one-round match that will be shown live this summer on ABC. 

A computerized X-ray security scanner, much like the full body scan Schwarzenegger went through in Total Recall, will allow a fully clothed individual to be totally X-rayed completely through the body.  The image is processed in 10 seconds and will detect humans carrying such items as contraband, gold and precious jewels, microchips, weapons or drugs.
