Warner Brother's much-anticipated Pokemon: The First Movie has had its opening date shifted from the originally announced Friday, November 12th to Wednesday, November 10th. 

Hong Kong newspaper sources have confirmed that the Hong Kong government and the Walt Disney Company have concluded talks and reached a deal regarding building a Disneyland theme park on the island. 

In the Millennium episode which will air November 28, Mulder and Scully will finally lock lips.  The pair have kissed before, in the alternate timeline episode Triangle, and they nearly smooched in the film Fight the Future, but this will mark the first time the FBI partners kiss for real.
