The Buzz

There's more behind Bruce Willis' appearances on Friends than a potential ratings boost.  Willis, who agreed to be a guest star on NBC's Friends for three episodes during the May sweeps, is donating his earnings from the show to five charities.  The amount of money wasn't disclosed. 

The city of St. Paul will honor Peanuts creator and native son Charles Schulz with a display of fiberglass Snoopys, an idea that has won the support of the late cartoonist's family.  The city has proposed a series of Snoopys decorated in various artistic styles to be put on public display this summer.  As many as 50 of the beloved beagles could be included. 

The first online dedication of a postage stamp will take place Wednesday with a new issue honoring cartoon enemies Wile E. Coyote and the Road Runner.  The fourth stamp in the Looney Tunes series will debut in an Internet Webcast originating at the Children's Museum of Manhattan. 

After a nine-month break to relax and write songs, Rob Thomas has teamed up with Matt Serletic, who also produced Matchbox Twenty's debut, to record their second album, Mad Season by Matchbox Twenty, due on May 23rd.

After 84 shows and 192 people in the hot seat, Who Wants to Be a Millionaire had its first black contestant.  Steven Maurice Clark, a Harvard-educated surgeon, walked off with $32,000 after guessing wrong on a question that could have earned him $250,000. 

Kevin Spacey, this year's Oscar winner for best actor, is in talks with Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer Inc. over whether he will play the bumbling French detective, Inspector Clouseau, in a remake of the Pink Panther movies.   

Steven Spielberg has finally relented and will begin introducing his library of blockbuster movies on DVD, beginning this summer with Jaws. 

Hard rock band Limp Bizkit has teamed up with controversial Internet company Napster Inc. to launch a free U.S. concert tour, and the group's singer Fred Durst, criticized fellow artists who have accused Napster of promoting music piracy. 

Letters and diaries belonging to Beatles manager Brian Epstein are to go on sale almost 33 years after his death from a drugs overdose.  The items, to be auctioned in London, include a four-page letter from Paul McCartney, written in 1966 or 1967, and a 1966 Christmas card illustrated by John Lennon.  The collection is expected to fetch around 45,000 pounds.  

A lawsuit against Matthew McConaughey and his agent is going to arbitration, not a trial.  The producer and trustee of the movie Return of the Texas Chainsaw Massacre sued the movie star and Creative Artists Agency, claiming they were to blame for the limited release of the cult classic. 

Tammy Wynette will be the first posthumous recipient of the Academy of Country Music's Pioneer Award.  

Trisha Yearwood, The Judds, Patty Loveless, Martina McBride and Dolly Parton will participate in the tribute during the CBS broadcast May 3. 

Zany Brainy Inc. plans to buy rival toy chain Noodle Kidoodle Inc. in a $35 million deal that will unite the two largest retailers of specialty toys in the United States.  The deal will create a 163-store chain under the Zany Brainy name selling a wide-range of educational toys.  

Michael J. Fox, who is fighting Parkinson's disease, will bow out as the star of the popular ABC comedy series Spin City in an emotional one-hour season finale to air May 24

Pop crooner Enrique Iglesias has filed a lawsuit against Fonovisa, alleging that the Latin record label owes him as much as $3 million.  Iglesias, the son of Julio Iglesias, has released five albums on the label, dating back to his self-titled 1995 debut.
