Though they are fairly unheard of outside of certain circles, (hed) p.e. helped establish today's most important rock and roll trend. Now, after helping to open the floodgates for the likes of Limp Bizkit and Kid Rock, Orange County's heaviest party band is back with its second set of rollicking rap-rock drinking songs. Led by singer Jahred and the capable guitar tandem of Wes and Chad, the band plows through a dozen deep and jarring tunes. Broke comes off as slightly more accessible than the band's relentless debut. There are good melodies and considerable finesse at the core of Broke's best material, a sign of a skilled band and noteworthy songwriters.
