AC/DC didn't invent rock and roll, but when it comes to playing it in its rawest form, the band has few peers.  Angus Young's bottomless bag of riffs gets the mother lode of attention, but just as essential to the group is Brian Johnson's parched shriek, and the band's granite-solid rhythm section. Moreover, over the course of its 25-year career, AC/DC has shown the good sense not to tamper with a winning formula.  The group remains musically vibrant, laying out another disc full of hook-infested melodies pounded out with testosterone-fueled aggression.
