The Gritty true story of a poor single mother's battle against life's adversities and an evil corporate empire.  Losing a personal injury suit, Erin (Julia Roberts) begs a menial secretarial job from her attorney.  Zealously driven, Erin uncovers and researches a forgotten case about sick kids and dirty water, courtesy of Pacific Gas & Electric.  Chalk one up for ordinary heroes.  This film ends up as a shaggy underdog legal tale that sweeps us up like Rocky and sates our collective yearning for justice.
