Johnny Cash
American III: Solitary Man 
On the heels of an important three-CD reissue of his work, gathered around the themes of love, God and murder, comes the third volume of recordings done by Cash with rock and rap producer Rick Rubin. Cash uses his rumbling voice to assert that he won't back down from the gates of hell, that he sees a darkness from which he hopes to be saved, that he has told the truth and he's not afraid to die. The songs gather new depth in Cash's repertoire. Sung with heart, they beg the listener to become engaged by their meaning. 
 

At The Movies
The Yards
This film is a depiction of family relationships in the context of crime and corruption. Leo Handler (Mark Wahlberg) has just been released from jail and dreams only of a decent job and spending time with his sick
mother. Shortly after being on the outside Leo is drawn back into the world of corruption to make some quick money. It's downhill from there, as a murder is committed his first night out, the foul deed is pinned on Leo, and he goes on the lam. The story itself is gripping, in a low-key kind of way, from beginning to end. So don't be misled by claims that you've seen this one already. You haven't, and you should.

Rosemary's Baby 
Mia Farrow and John Cassavetes star as a young couple who encounter trouble when they decide to have a
child. Rosemary never knows quite what's happened until the film's final moments, but she does suspect
something is very wrong, and when that involves the baby growing in your body, we don't need Aliens-like
monster shocks to make things tense. This truly great horror movie features little blood, no guts and gradually building tension that culminates in an intense conclusion.
