But it's not all deadly serious, and fans of BNL’s carefully crafted pop tunes, rich in harmony and hooks, are sure to be delighted. Maroon is a collection of sharply executed gems that proves its predecessor, the multiplatinum Stunt, was no fluke.

Almost Famous is a movie full of affection, a quality writer-director Cameron Crowe seems to have in abundance. The film is a fictionalized memoir of Crowe's bizarre adolescence. As a 15-year-old, he
hobnobbed with legendary rock writer Lester Bangs, began writing for Rolling Stone magazine, and went on tour with Led Zeppelin and The Allman Brothers. Almost Famous is a triumph of personal filmmaking, not so much because it is overtly autobiographical, but because it exhibits the care and specificity of an artist working through his own mind, not through a committee's idea of what a movie should be.
