Boris Karloff's 1931 Universal Pictures contract to play the role of Frankenstein's monster sold for $12,925, a dinosaur model from the 1933 film classic King Kong fetched $41,125, and a bow tie worn by Bela Lugosi in a stage production of Dracula grabbed $7,050 at a weekend auction.  

Richard Donner revealed that he'd like to do a Lethal Weapon 5 based on the last 24 hours of the lives of Riggs and Murtaugh.
