Cinematographer Juan Ruiz Anchia drains color out of everything and editor Barbara Tulliver makes us nervous with  pensive cuts and scenes laden with tension. Mark Isham's score also is quite effective, while Kilmer’s cinematic sex appeal is back on tract.
