Two and a Half Men star Charlie Sheen, who recently earned his first Emmy nomination for Lead Actor in a Comedy Series, is seeking a hefty pay hike to the tune of a million dollars per episode.

U2 will be taking Kanye West on the road. The rapper will open the band’s make-up dates in Australia, New Zealand and Japan. The originally scheduled shows were cancelled last year due to an unidentified illness in the U2 camp. The Vertigo tour is now the top-grossing tour in music history.
