Kid Rock is planning an all out media blitz to coincide with the release of his upcoming album, Rock N Roll Jesus. Rock will be performing a half dozen dates next month at relatively intimate venues. Lenny Kravitz is eyeing a February release for his eighth studio album, It's Time for a Love Revolution.

Brett Ratner and Chris Tucker will reteam with their Rush Hour distributor New Line Cinema with a project based on the book Mr. S: My Life with Frank Sinatra. Ratner is attached to direct and produce the picture and Tucker is looking to star as Sinatra valet George Jacobs.
