TNT will continue to apply Leverage to its lineup of original series. TNT announced that it's picked up the show for a second season. The new batch of 15 episodes will premiere later this year.

It’s not just Watchmen fans who are excited about the upcoming movie on March 6. Now, My Chemical Romance fans can also rejoice because the band’s reinterpretation of Bob Dylan’s Desolation Row was recorded exclusively for the film’s soundtrack.

Nine years after passing on CSI, ABC has brought Jerry Bruckheimer back into the fold. The A-list producer is behind one of the network's three latest pilot orders, all of them dramas. The Bruckheimer project is a crime drama about a group of amateur sleuths who concentrate on cases where the victims haven't been identified.

Anna Faris is going to give matrimony another try with someone who knows a little about weddings. The House Bunny star is engaged to Bride Wars star Chris Pratt. Faris, 32, was previously married to actor Ben Indra for nearly four years before officially divorcing in February 2008.

We pity the fool that gets in the way of The A-Team. Sources say the long stalled movie version of the 1980s television series has been revived again, this time at Fox with Smokin' Aces director Joe Carnahan behind the camera. No details have emerged as to the film's plot, though G.I. Joe writer Skip Woods gets credit for the script. A tentative release date has been set for 2010.

Rihanna, U2 and Kid Rock have been added to the list of Grammy performers. The three artists join an already all-star bill including Coldplay, Jennifer Hudson, Jonas Brothers, Lil Wayne, Jay-Z, Kanye, T.I., Justin Timberlake, Carrie Underwood, Katy Perry, Radiohead and more! The Grammys airs February 8.

Ron Moore, co-creator and writer of the updated Battlestar Galactica, has been tapped to remake Universal's 1951 The Thing from Another World, during which a malevolent alien life form infiltrates a human research station. John Carpenter's 1982 version, simply called The Thing, twisted the story into a classic parable of Cold War paranoia, with the shapeshifting alien impersonating and killing the station's residents.

Lauren Graham is one step closer to returning to television. ABC has given the green light to a comedy pilot starring the Gilmore Girls actress. The single camera show, called Let It Go, is one of two comedies the network ordered. The other is a buddy comedy called The New Twenty.

Dev Patel, star of Slumdog Millionaire, has been cast in M. Night Shyamalan's latest film. The Last Airbender, based on the Nickelodeon cartoon series Avatar: The Last Airbender, follows element based martial arts warriors who rally against their world's evil Fire Lord. In Shyamalan's film, Patel will play a prince of the Fire Nation who serves as the hero's early opponent.

NBC's Amy Poehler show finally has a title: Parks & Recreation. Super Bowl viewers were treated to the first official confirmation of the title when Poehler appeared in a promo for the series, which will debut in April.

Lisa Loeb, who once had her own reality show about finding love, has finally landed her man. The singer and her boyfriend, Late Night With Conan O'Brien music supervisor Roey Hershkovitz, tied the knot on Saturday, Jan. 31, in New York City.

AC/DC will perform at WrestleMania XXV on April 5th in Houston. The band will play the event's theme song, although what that song is hasn't been announced. The WWE's Vince McMahon has reportedly been a fan of the band since they performed on a 2000 episode of Saturday Night Live hosted by wrestler The Rock.

Iron Maiden's management has teamed up with British nightclub owner Mark Fuller to open the first luxury hotel dedicated exclusively to musicians. According to the Times Of London, the hotel, which is dubbed Sanctum Soho, will be opened this April as a sanctuary for the members of Maiden and other bands playing in London. Its amenities will include a 24 hour bar, an open air hot tub on the roof, a cinema in the basement and 30 rooms with names like Purple Haze and Naked Luxe.

Taylor Swift is launching a clothing line. The singer/actress is paring up with L.e.i to create a line of $14 dresses appearing in Wal-mart this February. But don’t look for her to become a full-time designer. Taylor tells New York Magazine: “I have my place as a musician, and I'm going to pretty much stick to that."

Jennifer Hudson belted out a stirring rendition of the U.S. national anthem at the Superbowl on Sunday. But the show's producer, Ricky Minor, admitted that it was a pre-recorded track. He requested that Hudson lip-sync the song rather than risk any mistakes live on national television.
