The third place finisher from American Idol has a website out there selling his iconic specs for charity, but Danny Gokey is not actually affiliated with the site. The Beast, a police drama that starred the ailing Patrick Swayze, will not return for a second season, A&E says. The series, which premiered in January, starred Swayze as Charles Barker, a rogue undercover FBI agent teamed up with rookie Ellis Dove (Travis Fimmel). The series was filmed on location in Chicago.
