James Cameron's blockbuster Avatar will vie for Best Picture opposite The Hurt Locker, Inglourious Basterds, Precious, Up, Up in the Air, A Serious Man, An Education, and, in two surprises, The Blind Side and District 9. Avatar and The Hurt Locker tied with the most overall nominations, nine. Inglourious Basterds and Precious notched six each.
