James Cameron's Avatar had a $41.3 million weekend to shoot past Star Wars as the No. 3 movie on the all time domestic box office charts. No. 1 for the fifth straight weekend, Cameron's sci-fi saga raised its domestic total to $491.8 million and should top $500 million after revenues are counted on the Martin Luther King Day holiday. Worldwide, 20th Century Fox's Avatar lifted its total to $1.6 billion, second only to Cameron's last movie, 1997's Titanic, at $1.8 billion. Avatar now is closing in on The Dark Knight, No. 2 domestically with $533.3 million. After that, only Cameron's Titanic at $600 million will remain ahead of Avatar domestically. 

Will the third time be the charm for CBS and Alex O'Loughlin? Undeterred by the back to back failures of Moonlight and Three Rivers, The Eye net is courting O'Loughlin to headline the freshly greenlit remake of Hawaii Five-o. The original Five-o, which starred Jack Lord as Det. Steve McGarrett, ran on CBS from 1968-1980.

Now that Simon Cowell's future has been determined and this is his last season with American Idol, his head is really into the next phase of his life, Fox's The X Factor. With that in mind, it doesn't come as a surprise that Simon would like Paula Abdul as a judge on The X Factor.
