The Walt Disney Company seems to have shaken off any lingering aftershocks felt by the recession, as profits soared 54 percent to $1.3 billion during the first quarter ending this January. The staggering jump in profitability was aided not just by strong home entertainment sales for Toy Story 3 and rising ad rates for its cable and television networks, but also the $660 million sale of Miramax.
