Another key member of the Las Vegas investigative team is stepping out from behind the yellow tape. Laurence Fishburne, who joined the show more than two years ago in an attempt to fill the void left by William Petersen, will not return to CSI this fall. Fishburne’s contract, like many of his co-stars, expired after the season 11 finale in May.

Neither Brittany Snow nor Aml Ameen will be a part of the second season of Harry’s Law. Snow and Ameen have parted was with show in what an insider describes as a “mutual decision” with producers. Both actors have been invited to return as guest stars. The NBC legal dramedy from David E.
