Chris Brown won four awards to score the most wins at Sunday's Bet Awards. His ex-girlfriend, Rihanna, won best female R&B artist, while brother and sister Jaden and Willow Smith tied for the Young Stars Award. Brown won for best male R&B artist, best collaboration (with Lil Wayne & Busta Rhymes on Look At Me Now), and two fan awards, the viewers choice and FANdemonium award.
