With 16 produced and aired episodes, this past eighth season of the CBS comedy Two and a Half Men is eligible for a best comedy series Emmy Award. TV confirmed that Two and a Half Men was not submitted for best comedy. Production on the show was suspended in January, after one of Sheen's benders sent him to the hospital.
