Saving Mr. Banks

Walt Disney (Tom Hanks) spent twenty years in pursuit of the film rights to P.L. Travers' (Emma Thompson) popular novel, Mary Poppins, a quest he began in the 1940s as a promise to his two daughters. When Travers travels from London to Hollywood in 1961 to finally discuss Disney's desire to bring her beloved character to the motion picture screen, Disney meets a prim, uncompromising sexagenarian not only suspect of the impresario's concept for the film, but a woman struggling with her own past. During her stay in California, Travers reflects on her childhood in 1906 Australia, a trying time for her family that not only molded her aspirations to write, but one that also inspired the characters in her 1934 book. None more so than the one person whom she loved and admired more than any other her caring father, Travers Goff (Colin Farrell), a tormented banker who, before his untimely death that same year, instills the youngster with both affection and enlightenment (and who would be the muse for the story's patriarch, Mr. Banks, the sole character that the famous nanny comes to aid). While reluctant to grant Disney the film rights, Travers comes to realize that the acclaimed Hollywood storyteller has his own motives for wanting to make the film-which, like the author's, hint at the relationship he shared with his own father.

A new guest is checking in to Bates Motel. Alias veteran Michael Vartan is joining the cast of the A&E drama series in Season 2, according to TV Guide. The NFL on Fox has never been bigger than this season, as the net is enjoying its most watched campaign in the 20 years since it began televising the league in 1994. With Nielsen data in for Week 17 action on Sunday, including the pivotal Green Bay Chicago matchup, the NFL on Fox averaged 21.2 million viewers for the 2013 season — up 8% from 2012 (19.7 million) and surpassing 2010 (20.11 million), which had been the previous best for the network. The NFL on Fox has now delivered its four most watched seasons in the last four years, as the league has never been more popular. This year’s Fox action drew 25% more viewers than it did five years ago (17.0 million in 2008) and 36% more than 10 years ago (15.6 million in 2003).

A lawyer who blew J.K. Rowling’s cover when she wrote a detective novel under the pseudonym Robert Galbraith has been fined 1,000 pounds ($1,650) and received a written warning from a British legal watchdog.

Reclaiming the crown, Warner Bros. was No. 1 in global market share in 2013 with $5.04 billion in global ticket sales. It's only the second time a Hollywood studio has hit that mark (Paramount achieved the milestone in 2011). And in a first, both Warner Bros. and Disney crossed $3 billion in revenue at the international box office.
