Production on the Queen biopic Bohemian Rhapsody has been "temporarily halted" due to director Bryan Singer's "unexpected unavailability." Twentieth Century Fox, the studio on the project about the legendary rock band, announced the hiatus Friday, with the Hollywood Reporter adding that Singer had not returned to the production following its Thanksgiving break.

Warner Bros. Television has revealed a first look image of actor Brenton Thwaites as Dick Grayson (aka Robin) from the upcoming DC Super Hero series Titans. The Robin super suit was designed by renowned costume designer Laura Jean Shannon, whose credits include Black Lightning, Iron Man and The Jungle Book. The new drama focuses on a band of soon to be superheroes recruited from across the DC Universe. Among the characters involved are Dick Grayson, Starfire and Raven.
