Ryan Coogler's Black Panther is still making history nearly two months after it first opened in theaters. The Disney and Marvel superhero tentpole passed up James Cameron's Titanic on Saturday to rank as the third top grossing title of all time at the North American box office behind Star Wars: The Force Awakens ($936.7 million) and Avatar ($760.5 million), not adjusted for inflation.

CBS has renewed praised comedy series Mom for a sixth season. The pickup makes it a clean sweet for top comedy producer Chuck Lorre, with all three of his CBS shows already renewed for next season five weeks before the May upfronts. Mom joins veteran The Big Bang Theory, which will be headed into its 12th season, and hot newcomer, Big Bang spinoff Young Sheldon, which was renewed for Season 2.

If you work in Hollywood and are rolling your eyes at Avengers mania, Zoe Saldana is calling you out.
