The story centers on Kay Graham (Meryl Streep), the first female newspaper publisher in the country (specifically of the Washington Post), as well as her tough editor, Ben Bradlee (Tom Hanks). The two become involved in an unprecedented power struggle between journalists and the government, exposing a cover-up that has spanned four different American presidencies.

Netflix has given a straight to series order to a series adaptation of the V-Wars book series written by Jonathan Maberry. The streaming giant has given the drama series a 10-episode first season order. Ian Somerhalder will star as Dr. Luther Swann, who enters a world of horror when a mysterious disease transforms his best friend, Michael Fayne, into a murderous predator who feeds on other humans.

Amy Schumer is getting into the ring for her next role. The comedian is in talks for Christy Martin, a boxing drama based on the life and career of the titular world champion fighter who pushed for women's place in the sport.

Ariana Grande is making her return to social media in a big way. After a nearly five-month long absence from Twitter, the musician returned to tweet a single teardrop emoji, causing patient fans to speculate that new music might be dropped in the coming days. The Dangerous Woman singer was not alone in sharing cryptic messages with the world. Her mom Joan Grande, brother Frankie Grande and manager Scooter Braun also tweeted the same emoji. 

Cathy Yan has been tapped to direct the next Harley Quinn movie based on the Birds of Prey comic with Margot Robbie attached to star. Robbie’s LuckyChap is producing with Sue Kroll and her Kroll & Co Entertainment, along with Bryan Unkeless of Clubhouse Pictures. Christina Hodson, who was recently tapped to pen the Batgirl pic, wrote the script.

ABC has given a series order to a spinoff of The Goldbergs led by Tim Meadows as Principal Glascott. Set in the ’90s, the untitled series will follow the teachers of William Penn Academy, led by Principal Glascott (Meadows), Coach Mellor (Bryan Callen) and Lainey Lewis (AJ Michalka) who, despite their eccentricities and crazy personal lives, are heroes to their students.
