Sophia Bush will not return to law enforcement after all: CBS has officially passed on the Chicago P.D. alumna’s drama pilot Surveillance, which was in contention for the 2019-2020 TV season. Surveillance tested “through the roof,” according to Variety, but the end product was not seen as a good fit for the network.
