Disney’s live action take on the classic 1992 animated Aladdin flew slightly higher at the international box office compared to Sunday’s estimates, with a $122M start. That lands the Will Smith starrer right at the top end of industry predictions with a better than expected debut in some Asian markets where word of mouth made for increased weekend play.
