Disney Plus is making hit ABC television special The Disney Family Singalong available to subscribers of its new streaming platform. The one hour special first aired in the U.S. on Disney’s ABC network on April 16, hosted by Ryan Seacrest, and is now available on the Disney Plus service in the U.S., Canada, U.K., Ireland, Australia and New Zealand. The remote singalong scored massive numbers for the network, with a 2.6 rating among adults 18-49, more than double its nearest competitors on the night, and drew 10.3 million total viewers.
