Fans of Power just hit the jackpot, as Starz has officially ordered another three shows set within the world of the show. The news comes just hours ahead of the series finale of the mothership show. Along with the previously announced Power Book II: Ghost, the premium cabler has also commissioned Power Book III: Raising Kanan, Power Book IV: Influence, and Power Book V: Force.

Rapper Nicki Minaj was “bullied” into rush-releasing her new single, Yikes. The Moment 4 Life hitmaker’s latest material hit streaming services on Friday, days after teasing social media followers with a brief preview of the tune last Monday. Fans responded so well, Minaj claims she felt pressured to finish the song and release it to the masses, while her label chiefs also apparently pressed her to complete the track.

Family entertainment specialist Cake has signed a worldwide deal for an animated series based on streaming sensation Lucas the Spider. Produced by Canadian outfit Fresh TV, in association with Toronto’s WexWorks Media, the CGI series will follow a curious little spider as he and friends explore the wider world, introducing new characters and expanding the world of the popular YouTube series that has amassed more than 3 million subscribers and 300 million views since its 2017 debut.

Actress Rose McGowan has blasted Snoop Dogg for verbally attacking U.S. newswoman Gayle King after she raised Kobe Bryant’s 2003 rape scandal in an interview with a friend of the tragic athlete. Oprah Winfrey’s best friend found herself under fire last week after an excerpt of her TV chat with Women’s National Basketball Association star Lisa Leslie was released as a teaser on the CBS network.

Gabrielle Union is reportedly planning to sue fellow America’s Got Talent judge Simon Cowell for “endangering her life” by smoking on the set of the NBC talent show. The Bad Boys II actress was fired from the show’s panel of judges in November after just one season, amid reports suggesting her departure was linked to concerns she had raised about a number of controversial incidents which took place behind the scenes, creating a “toxic” work atmosphere.

Sam Raimi is reportedly in talks to direct Doctor Strange 2.
