This film is not a biopic on Mr. Rogers but a tale on how he inspired someone to get his life back on track. Based on the true story of a real-life friendship between Fred Rogers and journalist Tom Junod, It's a thoughtful, textured contemplation of how we can effectively deal with our expectations, disappointments and imperfections.
