The release of Venom: Let There Be Carnage has been delayed one week from Sept. 17 to Sept. 24. Young Sheldon has been renewed for three more seasons at CBS. That means the Big Bang Theory prequel series will be on the air until at least 2024. The series debuted in 2017, with its fourth season currently airing. Season 5 will debut during the 2021-2022 broadcast television season.

Coming 2 America, the long awaited sequel to Eddie Murphy’s 1988 Coming to America, was the most-streamed title in the U.S. the week of its premiere, according to new Nielsen data.
