Astroworld Festival security guards Samuel and Jackson Bush have added their names to the hundreds suing rapper Travis Scott following the concert tragedy at the beginning of the month. The brothers, who were hired by AJ Melino and Associates to work at the festival, admit they were not trained for what went down as thousands of fans gatecrashed the event, leaving security staff overwhelmed.

Scarlett Johansson is set to star in a new mystery Marvel project after settling her Black Widow lawsuit with Disney bosses. The news of the latest Marvel venture is a surprise because Johansson sued Disney chiefs in July, claiming they jeopardised potential cinema earnings from Black Widow and breached her contract by releasing the film simultaneously in theatres and on its Disney+ streaming service earlier that month. Disney officials fought back, alleging there was “no merit whatsoever” to her legal challenge, but ultimately settled with the star in September for $40 million.

Britain’s Helen Mirren will get a lifetime achievement award from her fellow actors at the Screen Actors Guild awards ceremony next year.
