He unveiled the news in a characteristically cryptic video that, in line with his series of videos from his previous album, After Hours, finds him well dressed, in some kind of peril, and involves a beautiful woman.

When it came to the Wednesday through Sunday viewership of Disney+ Lucasfilm’s The Book of Boba Fett, 1.7 million U.S. households tuned in to learn more about the mysterious bounty hunter’s origins in the first episode, Stranger in a Strange Land. That episode dropped on Wednesday, Dec. 29.
