Kate Upton and Justin Verlander have put their Los Angeles mansion on the market. The 29 year old model and Justin, 38, have put their four bedroom, five bathroom estate in Beverly Hills on the market for $11,750,000.

Evan Rachel Wood will document being a survivor of domestic violence in the new documentary, Phoenix Rising. Directed by Amy Berg, the two parter is set to premiere at Sundance Film Festival on Jan. 23.

Machine Gun Kelly and Megan Fox made their first official appearance as an engaged couple when they hit up the Dolce & Gabbana Men's fashion show in Milan, Italy. Turning heads on the red carpet, the Transformers star, 35, flaunted her killer figure in a black lingerie inspired look which included a lace button down tank top with a black bra underneath and low slung lace-up leather pants.
