New DC co-head James Gunn has unveiled the first set of superhero titles that will kick off a new phase of the DC Universe beginning in 2025. Gunn said the first chapter in the DC Universe will be called Gods and Monsters, with the first project being an animated series focusing on the Creature Commandos.

The Spice Girls are reportedly set to reunite for King Charles’ coronation. As the daughter of the late Elvis Presley began preparing herself to promote Baz Luhrmann’s Elvis biopic on the awards show circuit, sources tell TMZ that Lisa Marie underwent “plastic surgery and began taking weight loss meds” in order to look her best.
