Kingdom Of The Planet Of The Apes

The new Apes movie is set many years after the conclusion of 2017's War for the Planet of the Apes. A grifter named Ripley living in New York during the 1960s is hired by a wealthy man to bring his vagabond son home from Italy. The Talented Mr. Ripley gets another retelling, this time as a limited series with Andrew Scott as the man himself. In this adaptation, shot in moody black and white, the plot remains the same (Tom Ripley is sent to extricate Dickie Greenleaf from expat life in Italy) but the tone is much different than in the Anthony Minghella film.

Justin Bieber is going to be a father after he and his wife Hailey Bieber shared the news of her pregnancy on social media. The 27 year old model and her singer husband, 30, are expecting their first child together.

Even though it is unlikely to happen, Keanu Reeves is certain that he and Sandra Bullock could make an entertaining third Speed movie. During a joint interview on the 50 MPH podcast to celebrate the action film’s 30th anniversary next month, Reeves, 59, said if they got back together to do Speed 3 “we’d freakin’ knock it out of the park.”

Taylor Swift’s record shattering Eras Tour has essentially been a well oiled, steady machine since it launched in March 2023, and although she has switched up a few songs on occasion, she's mostly stuck to the same set list during the 3 hour, 15 minute spectacle.
